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Lu Ann Aday, PhD, MS, is retiring after 21 years on the faculty of the University of Texas School of Public Health.  Dr. Aday  is a 

Lorne D. Bain Distinguished Professor in Public Health and Medicine and Professor at the UTSPH 

where she has been a colleague, advocate, mentor and friend.  During her tenure at the UTSPH, Dr. 

Aday has distinguished herself as a scholar of international renown and is a member of the famed In-

stitute of Medicine.   

Deeply committed to excellence in scholarship, teaching, 

and research, Dr. Aday worked tirelessly on numerous stu-

dent committees, was a prolific writer with more books pub-

lished than book chap- ters, and served on important faculty 

committees at the UT Health Science Center level, always 

promoting issues of equity and access, and advancing the 

cause of public health.
